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PURPOSE:
1. The purpose of this week is two-fold: first, handle school business (e.g. paperwork, etc.)  Secondly, the purpose is getting to know your Advisory again and seeing the dynamic your Advisory will carry this year.

2. The secondary foci are:
a. Showing your Advisory what type of leader you will be.
b. Setting a tone / environment for your Advisory this year.
c. Ensuring everyone feels comfortable to be who they are.

3. Expectation this week: After Thursday you cannot refer to anyone in your Advisory as “new”.
Check-In Question (Monday)

Activity: Pass out 1st Day Paperwork
Tuesday – Collect 1st Day Paperwork; Go Over Dress Code and Attendance Expectations (Done by the Teacher!); Develop Birthday List
Name Game
· Everyone stands up in a circle.
· The first person says their name
· The person next to them says their own name, then the name of the person next to them
· The person next to them says their own name, then the names of the two people next to them
· This goes on until it gets back to the first person who has to name everyone in the circle (This needs to be a Facilitator!)
Wednesday – Names (“Warp Speed” & “Name Drop”)
Warp Speed	
· Each Advisory will be provided two tennis balls.
· A Facilitator should start off by throwing the beach ball to another member of the Advisory and saying their name aloud.
· They will then toss it to another person and say their name – this process continues until each person has been tossed the ball and it is returned to the Facilitator who started the process.
· Run this action 2-3 times.
· After that, run it in reverse (until you get it right).
· Once you’ve perfected the first round (that would be marked by an decrease in time it takes to get the ball around the circle) then you should try the more advanced approach:
· 1st you should try to do two balls at once going in the same order (1st person tosses the ball to 2nd person, when 2nd person throws the ball to the third person, 1st Person starts with a 2nd ball).
· Most Advanced: 1 ball starts from the beginning – one begins from the end and goes in reverse.
Name Drop
· Each Advisory will need a piece of butcher paper about 6 feet tall and two people to hold the paper on either side.
· Set up two equal teams on either side of the paper.
· Send 1 member of your team up to the paper (those behind them cannot call out names)
· When the paper “drops” the contestants must call out the name of the person they see – whoever says the name first wins the round and remains with their team.
· The person who lost the round now has to join the other team.
· The team wins when they’ve accumulated all members of the opposing team.
· Feel free to run this game twice to have the people holding the paper have a chance to participate.
